Chinese Drywall Inspection
An inspection was performed at the property listed above for the presence of “Chinese Drywall”. Below are the results of that
inspections.

Scope of Inspection:
1. The inspection was limited in scope to the following areas, the area of the attic that could be visually inspected.

2. The electric breaker panel(s) in the garage.
Method of Inspection:

1. The inspector entered the attic at the upstairs left front bedroom closet access. The insnector started at the access
hatch and walked around the entire perimeter as well as the field areas of the attic. While walking around, the
inspector removed various areas of insulation to observe the back side of the drywall.

2. The inspector removed the dead front covers of both electric panels in the garage.

Results of the Inspection:

1. After removing various areas of insulation in the attic, two identifying stickers were observed. One stated that the
drywall was manufactured by GP (Georgia-Pacific) Gypsum Corporation in Atlanta Georgia. The other visible sticker
stated that the company of manufacture was American Gypsum located in Albuquerque, New Mexico. Both companies
state on their websites that all drywall is made in the USA and not imported from any other country.

2. There was no discoloration of the copper wiring observed at the breaker panels in the garage.

Conclusions:

Based on the above results, there is no visible evidence that “Chinese Drywall” was present in this home at the time of
inspection.

The inspection was limited to the areas inspected described in the scope of inspection section above. Magnum Inspections
Inc. or its Inspectors will not be responsible for any damages, monetary or otherwise, in the event that Chinese Drywall is
discovered in any other areas of the home that were not inspected.
